College students vulnerable to web addiction (adapted)

The proliferation of online social networks and video games has led to the rise of what many psychologists are calling a very real phenomenon: internet addiction. And college students are vulnerable to pathological computer use because they are living by themselves for the first time and have uninhibited access to games and sites like Facebook and Twitter.

¶2
Nonstop video-game playing and web surfing has led to the opening of a new internet addiction center in the United States, and experts on computer overuse say they expect web addiction soon will be treated like any other addiction, such as alcohol or drug abuse.

¶3
University of Iowa student Ben Alexander spent nearly every waking minute playing the video game "World of Warcraft." As a result, he flunked out of school. Alexander, 19, needed help to break an addiction he calls as destructive as alcohol or drugs. He found it in a suburb of high-tech Seattle, where what is believed to be the first residential treatment center for internet addiction in the United States just opened its doors.

¶4
He started playing "World of Warcraft," a hugely popular online multiplayer role-playing game, about a year ago, and got sucked right in.  "At first it was a couple of hours a day," he said. "By midway through the first semester, I was playing 16 or 17 hours a day."

Alexander dropped out in the second semester and went to a traditional substance abuse program, which was not a good fit. He graduated from a 10-week outdoors-based program in southern Utah, but felt he still had little control over his gaming.  So he sought out a specialized program and arrived in Fall City in July.

The effects of internet addiction range from poor grades, to loss of a job or marriage, to car accidents for those who can't stop texting while driving. Some people have literally died after playing video games for days without a break, generally stemming from a blood clot associated with being sedentary.

The center, called reSTART, is somewhat ironically located near Redmond, Wash., headquarters of Microsoft and a world center of the computer industry. It opened in July and for $14,000 offers a 45-day program intended to help people wean themselves from pathological computer use, which can include obsessive use of video games, texting, Facebook, eBay, Twitter, and any other time-killers brought courtesy of technology. The five-acre reSTART center in Fall City, Wash., about 30 miles east of Seattle, can handle up to six patients at a time. Alexander is so far the only patient of the program, which uses a cold turkey approach. He spends his days in counseling and psychotherapy sessions, doing household chores, working on the grounds, going on outings, exercising, and baking ginger cookies.

Future students could be required to volunteer

1     University of Texas at Austin (UTA) is prepared to implement a program proposed in the Texas Legislature that would require future undergraduate students to complete 20 hours of community service before graduating, said Shirley Theriot, Center for Community Service Learning director.

2     Undergraduate students who enroll in Texas public colleges after Sept. 1, 2014, will be required to complete 20 hours of unpaid volunteer work if legislators pass House Bill 22. The bill would require colleges to assign an existing office to coordinate the program called Service to Texas.

3     

4     The state benefits from having people volunteer time to community service projects, bill author Rep. Trey Martinez Fischer told the House Committee on Higher Education during a hearing on March 6.

5     Volunteer rates among people between ages 20 and 24 in the United States are the lowest, Fischer said, citing statistics from the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics. A report the bureau released in February shows 18.9 percent of volunteers, the lowest percentage, were 20- to 24-year-olds.

6     Each year, about 200 students work with UTA Volunteers to complete a cumulative 2,100 hours of community service among about 45 agencies in the area, according to a report Theriot prepared with the Division of Student Affairs. “When students do service learning, the research shows that they vote when they graduate,” Theriot said. “Our research shows academic achievement and retention is increased.”

7     The university’s Center for Community Service Learning provides graded classes that have students partner with nonprofit organizations. About 28 academic departments and 6,000 students were involved in service learning in 2010, Theriot said.  “Most of our students already do the 20 hours," she said. "This bill would have all students do it, and I think that’s fantastic."

Theriot said the Service to Texas program would fit in easily in the center.

8     It is too early to say which office the program would be assigned to, and the university does not comment on pending legislation, university spokeswoman Kristin Sullivan said.

9     Alyssa Davis, a senior at UT-Austin, testified in support of the bill. Davis told the committee she has volunteered more than an estimated 1,500 hours of community service while being in college.” This bill is simply asking students to complete 20," she told the committee. "That’s a Saturday morning once a year."

10     Theriot said the faculty in the Center for Service Learning is committed to helping students who work outside jobs and have children find ways to volunteer. 

11     Robert Pinhero, Texas Association of Nonprofit Organizations board member, testified against the bill, saying he fears underlying potential negatives that could occur. For instance, because colleges cannot perform criminal background checks on students, the institutions could send someone with a criminal history to volunteer, Pinhero told the committee. “I can see it being a nightmare,” Pinhero told the committee. “When someone is forced to do something that is a whole different ballgame than someone who chooses to do these things out of their heart.”

12     Pinhero questioned how the bill could affect a student who does not live in the same city as the school he or she attends and wants to complete their community service hours when they go home during a summer.

13     The bill states that colleges would provide students a list of organizations and entities where they could complete their volunteer work. It also allows a student to propose an organization for consideration.
